Day-by-day Itinerary

DAY 1 - SATURDAY May 30, 2026 : Welcome to Edinburgh

MEALS: Dinner HOTEL: Malmaison Hotel Edinburgh

Join your Travel Director for dinner at a local restaurant. On select departures, during your time in Edinburgh you will also attend The

DAY 2 - SUNDAY May 31, 2026 : Edinburgh, The Capital of Culture

Continue via Blair Atholl
and pass the Grampian Mountains on the way to the sparkling Spey Valley. Stop at Atholl Palace and Gardens for a delicious cream tea.
Originally opened in Victorian times, the hotel retains many traditional features.




DAY 4 - TUESDAY June 2, 2026 : Culloden, Loch Ness and onto Thurso

Keep your eyes peeled for the Loch Ness monster this morning during a scenic drive along the legendary lake. See Culloden Battleeld in
the morning, where Bonnie Prince Charlie’s Jacobite army was crushed in 1746. Visit the Culloden Visitor Centre. Next, with Brendan
Choice discover the shing port of Wick. Choose to visit the Old Pulteney Distillery to taste a wee dram of its award-winning whiskies.
Alternatively, join a MAKE TRAVEL MATTER® Experience with a visit to the highly rated Wick Heritage Museum and hear about the past
of this once thriving shing community.
