13-Day Itinerary
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Day 1: London Arrival & Windsor Castle
Your tour departs from your hotel at 2:00 PM to see the
splendors of Windsor Castle, a residence of the King, and
the oldest and largest inhabited castle in the world. Then
take a walking tour around the medieval town of Windsor.
